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The meeting was call to order at 10:00am by Chairman Dave Somers. 
HB 238 – Sponsor Representative Millet

 "An Act removing the number of persons under 18 years of age in the household as a reasonable ground for a landlord to reject a proposed sublease or assignment."
The group will review this bill.
Sprinkler Bill – Dave reported that the issue of exempting triplexes and fourplexes should be included in the current bill.   The committee agreed to work with the homebuilders on this bill and to pursue giving the triplexes and fourplexes exempt from mandatory fire sprinklers.

E & O Regulations – The group reviewed the proposed Errors and Omissions regulations.

It was agreed to submit written comments on the following issues;

The $1,000 deductible could be increased to reduce the premium and to make sure there is assurance in writing that people will not be penalized on the initial sign-up if it is not done by March 1, 2010.

Should include a 30-60 day grace period so people have the opportunity to be in compliance with the new law.
Dave Somers will draft a letter to the Alaska Real Estate Commissions with the Associations concerns.
