SB 129 – Sponsor Senator Menard - "An Act relating to state and municipal building code requirements for fire sprinkler systems in certain residential buildings." 
Wendy reported that SB 129 did not pass out of Senator Paskvan’s Labor & Commerce Committee this week. Wendy & Matt will write talking points on this bill which will include the cost to the remote areas and getting existing house up to code if a remodel is done.

A call to action will go to the membership requesting that they contact the Senator Labor and Commerce Committee say we are in favor of this bill.
SB 238 – Sponsor Senator French "An Act relating to manufactured homes, including manufactured homes permanently affixed to land, to the conversion of manufactured homes to real property, to the severance of manufactured homes from real property, to the titling, conveyance, and encumbrance of manufactured homes, and to manufacturers' certificates of origin for vehicles; and providing for an effective date."
This bill will be included on the talking point list.  Sandy Eherenman will write the talking points for this bill.

SB 300/HB410 - "An Act relating to loan participations and development finance projects of the Alaska Industrial Development and Export Authority; and relating to loans from the rural development initiative fund."
This bill will be included on the talking point list.  Art Clark will write the talking points for this bill.

House Joint Resolution 51 - Supporting certain changes to proposed regulations to implement the Secure and Fair Enforcement for Mortgage Licensing Act of 2008.
This resolution will be included on the talking point list.  Art Clark will write the talking points for this resolution.
